We are now entering the first week of our Advent journey. 
The Scriptures disclosing to us that God so loved the 
world that God gave a beloved Son make it clear that the 
Gospel truth is never delivered to us addressed to 
Current Occupant. We're named rather than numbered when 
we are born, and no matter how demeaning and anonymous 
our lives may seem to us at any given moment, the Good 
News of Advent reaffirms that there is no dimension of 
human experience that can ever be written off as  
God-forsaken.  
  
Say what you will about the wholly unexpected story of  
God-in-the-flesh arriving among us as another uninvited 
mouth to feed born in a smelly livestock feedlot over in 
Bethlehem, but the most obvious implication of that human 
baby is that we now see how highly the Creator values 
every child entrusted to our care. So let's stop, look and 
listen long enough this Advent to recognize and remember 
that none of the slightly inconvenient and frequently 
obnoxious human beings with whom we share the planet should 
be overlooked. We are grasped by the mystery of the 
Incarnation.  
 
Advent is the reminder that God will always have your 
address. But it is also an invitation intended to suggest 
that you need not remain any longer as you are. As Saint 
Irenaeus put it centuries ago, God "became what we are in 
order to make us what He is Himself."
